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RIBEIRA SACRA  

Luar Na Lubre, one of the reference bands of folk music is about to publish a new album, which will 

be released on May 30 and is dedicated to the RIBEIRA SACRA. The live premiere will be on June 

2 and 3 at the Teatro Principal de Ourense. 

The band led by Bieito Romero recorded in October 2017 this new record work in the Monastery of 

San Pedro de Rocas (Esgos, Ourense) and aims to value through music the historical, ethnographic, 

natural and monumental wealth of this territory. 

This new work includes 26 songs that come from their own compositions, traditional music and 

melodies "that will highlight all the heritage we have in the Ribeira Sacra", in the words of Bieito 

Romero, "this is the first time that a record of these characteristics to enhance and spread the Ribeira 

Sacra through music, a territory that has always been a World Heritage Site, although officially it is 

not yet, and our idea is to be able to speak about the greatness of the Ribeira Sacra, empowering it 

through of the music". 

Ribeira Sacra has great collaborations to put their grain of sand to the 26 songs of this album: 

from Víctor Manuel to SES, going through the Ruada Choir, Nani García, the Asturian Marisa Valle 

Roso, Juan A. Antepazo from Astarot, Irma Macías Suárez, Brais Maceiras, among many others. 

Bieito Romero remarked in the presentation that took place in Ourense that this recording "touched 

my heart because my origins are in the Ribeira Sacra and also, for all it was a very special project 

because we started working the day the fires ravaged Galicia in October of 2017, and the fact of being 

in a territory of such high natural value, such as the Ribeira Sacra, made us start working with great 

sadness ". Romero highlighted the ethnographic work and collection of natural sounds and testimonies 

that enriched this musical work. "We went through the villages to talk to the people, we picked up the 

sound of the wind, cars, bells, and also images of snowfalls, sunrises .... so that in this work the music 

is intermingled with the environment of the Ribeira Sacra". His pretension, he concludes, "was to 

achieve a human and natural soundtrack". 

The record work also includes in the lyrics made of historical characters, such as "Romasanta", and 

of legend, such as the "Felos de Maceda y Esgos" of deep ethnographic tradition in the entroido 

(carnival), as well as texts in "Barallete", the language of sharpeners.
